o Confext clues help you determine the meanings of unknown
words.
e  Synonyms have a similar meaning to the unknown word.
(Example: gigantic/huge)
e  Anfonyms have the opposite meaning. (Example: gigantic/tiny)
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Vocdbuldry Words:

boycott—a planned joining with others in refusing to
